YOGYAKARTA-INDONE SIA  
 

 The Alumni of the Indonesia-Japan Friendship Program for the 21st Century 
(KAPPIJA-21) has successfully hosted the 17th ASEAN-Japan Friendship Association 
for the 21 st Century (AJAFA-21) Regional Leaders Forum 2011 held on November 15-
19, 2011 in Yogyakarta-Indonesia.  

 
This annual AJAFA-21 event was attended by more than ninety (90) participants 
from ASEAN and Japan countries that were Cambodia nine (9) participants, Lao PDR 
two (2) participants, Malaysia eight (8) participants, Myanmar nine (6) participants, 
Philippines ten (10) participants, Thailand seven (7) participants, Vietnam two (2), 
Japan three (3) participants , Indonesia (44) participants including KAPPIJA-21 
National and Local Committee as well as student volunteers from various universities 
in Yogyakarta.

Through this strategic theme, all participants of Regional Leaders Forum 2011 
introduced, shared and promoted their culture and cultur al heritage as a mean to 
understand each other as well as to strengthen their existence as a part of ASEAN 
and international community. 
 
The event which officially launched by the local government of Yogyakarta City had 
conducted several main activities that were international conference, learning on 
cultural and cultural heritage  activities, environmental activities, social and friendship 
activities as well as ASEAN-Japan art and cultural performance. All activities 
mentioned above were designed and arranged into five day friendship activity.

Firstly, the introduction and discussion 
on Yogyakarta culture and cultural heritage delivered by representative of Tourism 
Office of Yogyakarta Province. Secondly, country report and presentation from each 
alumni associations of AJAFA members about the heritage and culture of their 
countries. Thirdly, friendship speech from Senior of KAPPIJA-21 who works at the 
House of Representative of the Republic of Indonesia (DPR-RI) about the importance 
of friendship of ASEAN countries with Japan. 
 
After Inte rnational Conference, all delegates were learning, enjoying and sightseeing 
at the Malioboro Street as regarded the longest market in the world. The day was 
closed with friendship dinner at Bale Bengong (Bali traditional cuisine). All delegates 
were satisfied and enjoy with the whole activities. 
 
The Third Day , after breakfast at the hotel, all of the delegates moved to the 
school of SMA 3 Yogyakarta for ASEAN-Japan tree planting activity, they were 
welcomed by the vocal group performance of the students. Each ASEAN-Japan 
country has one tree planted around the yard of the school. After photo session with 
the teacher and the students, the delegates moved to Kotagede for visit Silvercraft  
workshop, Kotagede formerly is the central of Ngayogyakarto Sultanate. After that, 
they moved to Sukunan Village to learn in JICA Project activities. Sukunan Village is 
JICA project for treatment of water waste  and recycle garbage. Next, all delegates 
moved for friendship lunch at Prambanan Restaurant, then they were learning and 
enjoying Prambanan Temple, the most popular Hindu temple in Indonesia. In the 
evening, all of the delegates were having friendship dinner at Prambanan Restaurant 
then watching Ramayana dance and the story of Rama and Shinta. They were 
satisfied with the activities and enjoyed the show. 
 

The Forth Day , after breakfast at the hotel, all of delegates visited and learned 
Kraton Yogyakarta (Sultan Palace) and Tamansari (garden and pool for the consort) 
then moved for friendship lunch at Manohara Restaurant (next to Borobudur temple ).

THE 17 th  REGIONAL LEADERS FORUM 2011  

YOGYAKARTA-INDONESIA  

 

1.  INTRODUCTION  

 The Alumni of the Indonesia -Japan Friendship Program for the 21st Century 

(KAPPIJA-21) has successfully hosted the 17th ASEAN-Japan Friendship Association 

for the 21 st Century (AJAFA-21) Regional Leaders Forum 2011. This is based on the 

Resolution of the AJAFA-21 Executive Council Meeting held in February 2011 in 

Bangkok that KAPPIJA 21 Indonesia is the host of the 17th AJAFA-21 Regional 

Leaders Forum for 2011. 

  

 This four day friendship event was conducted on 15 to 19 of November, 2011 in 

Yogyakarta Province, Indonesia. KAPPIJA-21 RLF Committee decided Yogyakarta as 

a venue of the event since Yogyakarta has strong Javanese culture and tradition as 

well as has a unique combination of ancient temples, history, traditions, culture , 

cultural heritage and natural forces. It is extremely relevant with the RLF theme this 

year that concerns on how to protect and promote the culture and cultural heritage 

among ASEAN countries and Japan.   

 

 AJAFA-21 Regional Youth Camp (RYC) that now called AJAFA-21 Regional Leaders 

Forum (RLF) had become the annual AJAFA-21 program held by taking turns and  it is 

being hosted by the alumni association among the ASEAN countries. Based on 

AJAFA-21 document, the first Regional Youth Camp conducted in Ntuc Pasir Ris 

Resort, Singapore in 1990.

Secondly, KAPPIJA-21 hosted the 10 th AJAFA-21 Regional Youth 

Camp in Depok, West Java in 2004. Thirdly the 17th AJAFA-21 Regional Leaders 

Forum 2011 in Yogyakarta. 

 

The 17th AJAFA-21 Regional Leaders Forum 2011 was followed by more than ninety 

participants including committee and volunteers from nine countries that is Cambodia 

(9), Lao PDR (2), Malaysia (8), Myanmar (6), Philippines (10), Thailand (7), Vietnam 

(2), Japan (3), Indonesia (17), National Committee  (4), Local Committee (8) and 15 

volunteers (students from various university in Yogyakarta).  

 

The main objective of this friendship event is fostering closer relationships between ASEAN 

countries and Japan through social, cultural, educational, and other useful friendship 

activities. The out put achieved from  this international event is expanding human networks 

between ASEAN countries and Japan as well as providing an opportunity for ex -

participants of the ASEAN-Japan Friendship Program and Training Program for Young 

Leaders to meet and to exchange ideas and experiences on the good practices 

related to the adopted theme.  

 

 

2.  THEME

Cultural Heritage as mentioned in ASEAN Declaration on Cultural Heritage means: 

¶ significant cultural values and concepts; 

¶ structures and artifacts: dwellings, buildings for worship, utility structures, works 

of visual arts, tools and implements, that are of a historical, aesthetic, or 

scientific significance; 

¶ sites and human habitats: human creations or combined human creations and 

nature, archaeological sites and sites of living human communities that are of 

outstanding value from a historical, aesthetic, anthropological or ecological 

viewpoint, or, because of its natural features, of considerable importance as 

habitat for the cultural survival and identity of particular living traditions;  

¶ oral or folk heritage: folkways, folklore, languages a nd literature, traditional arts 

and crafts, architecture, and the performing arts, games, indigenous knowledge 

systems and practices, myths, customs and beliefs, rituals and other living 

traditions;  

¶ the written heritage;  

¶ popular cultural heritage: popular creativity in mass cultures (i.e. industrial or 

commercial cultures), popular forms of expression of outstanding aesthetic, 

anthropological and sociological values, including the music, dance, graphic arts, 

fashion, games and sports, industrial design, cinema, television, music video, 

video arts and cyber art in technolog ical-oriented urbanized communities.

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CHAPTER II  
YOGYAKARTA:  

THE CITY OF CULTURE & CULTURAL HERITAGE  

 

Yogyakarta sometimes called óJogjaô or óJogjakartaô is a city in the Yogyakarta 

Special Region, Indonesia. It is renowned as a centre of classical Javanese fine art 

and culture such as batik, ballet, drama, music, poetry, and puppet shows. 

Yogyakarta was the Indonesian capital during the Indonesian National Revolution 

from 1945 to 1949 . 

 

The area of the city of Yogyakarta is 32.5 km². While the city spreads in all 

directions from the kraton (the Sultan's palace), the core of the modern city is to the 

north, centering around Dutch colonial-era buildings and the commercial district. 

Jalan Malioboro, with rows of pavement vendors and nearby market and malls, is 

the primary shopping street for tourists in the city, while Jalan Solo, further north, is 

a shopping district more frequented by locals. At the southern end of Malioboro, on 

the east side is the large local market of Beringharjo, not far from Fort Vredeburg a 

restored Dutch fort.  

 

At Yogyakarta's centre is the kraton, or Sultan's palace. Surrounding the kraton is a 

densely populated residential neighborhood that occupies land that was formerly the 

Sultan's sole domain. Evidence of this former use remains in the form of old walls 

and the ruined Taman Sari, built in 1758 as a pleasure garden. No longer used by 

the sultan, the garden had been largely abandoned. For a time, it was used for 

housing by palace employees and descendants. Reconstruction efforts began in 

2004, and an effort to renew the neighbo rhood around the kraton has begun. The 

site is a developing tourist attraction.  

 

Nearby to the city of Yogyakarta is Mount Merapi. The northern outskirts of the city 

run up to the southern slopes of the mountain in Sleman Regency (Indonesian 

languageïKabupaten). Gunung Merapi (literally Mountain of Fire in 

Indonesian/Javanese), is an active Strata volcano located on the border between 
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Central Java and Yogyakarta, Indonesia. It is the most active volcano in Indonesia 

and has erupted regularly since 1548. The volcano last erupted in November 2010.

DI Yogyakarta is actually a special district on the provincial level, of which Greater 

Yogyakarta is located within. The regencies of Bantul and Sleman have population 

densities far higher than the surrounding countryside (over 1,500 per square 

kilometer) and effectively are bedroom communities of Yogyakarta.  Within Greater 

Yogyakarta lies the municipality of Yogyakarta, called Kota Yogyakarta. The tiny 

Kota represents the core of Yogyakarta. 

 

Yogyakarta has strong communities in: silver work, Traditional leather puppetry 

used for shadow plays (wayang kulit),  Contemporary puppetry and theatre, for 

example Paper moon Puppet Theatre, Making batik dyed fabric. It is also known for 

its vivid contemporary art scene, gamelan music, including the unique style Gamelan 

Yogyakarta, which developed in the courts. Yogyakarta is also a haven for 

underground art, Independent filmmaking communities,  Independent musicians, 

Performance artists, Visual artists including Taring Padi community in Bantul, that 

produces art prints using a technique called cukil, Daren kidul Dono Kerto Turi and 

Demography and language. 
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Most population is Javanese, but being a student city, there are also significant 

population of people from other ethnicities in Indonesia. This status makes 

Yogyakarta as one of the most heterogeneous cities in terms of ethnicity in 

Indonesia. Indonesian as the official national language, and Javanese are widely 

used as daily spoken languages, especially by the Javanese. 

 

Yogyakarta is well-known as home of Gadjah Mada University one of Indonesia's 

most prominent state University. The other public university in Yogyakarta are 

Yogyakarta State University, Sunan Kalijaga State Islamic University, Indonesia Arts 

Institute. This city also houses of several well known private universities such as 

Muhammadiyah University of Yogyakarta, Islamic University of Indonesia, Atma Jaya 

University and Sanata Dharma University. 

 

The City of Jogjakarta and the Kingdom of Jogjakarta was established as a result of 

a "Gianti war treaty" (Perjanjian Gianti) by HRH Prince Mangkubumi, who later 

become HRH Sultan Hamengkubuwono I. Officially, the creation of Kingdom of 

Jogjakarta is dated to October 7, 1756 as a result of civil war among the bloodline 

of The Kingdom of Mataram. The civil war was fought against Hamengkubuwono's 

and his elder brother, HRH Sunan Pakubuwono II. This civil war marked the end of 

the Kingdom of Mataram and resulted in the birth of the Kingdom of Jogjakarta and 

the Kingdom of Surakarta. 

 

The root of the civil war started when Sunan Pakubuwono II agreed to cooperate 

with the Dutch colonial government and submit to foreign (western) powers. His 

younger brother, HRH Prince Mangkubumi (HRH Sultan Hamengkubuwono) stood 
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against the concept, due to concern that his people would become slaves under 

Dutch rule. The Javanese slaves were used to work for businesses owned by V.O.C. 

and the Dutch Colonial Government and exported to present day Suriname in South 

America. In the Netherlands itself, some of the Dutch people stood against the 

policy of their home government.  

 

Prince Mangkubumi fought until the defeat of the Pakubuwono forces and declared 

sovereignty in the Kingdom of Jogjakarta south of the original Kingdom of Mataram. 

Because of this historical act of bravery and sacrifice, Jogjakarta is given Special 

Administrative Region (SAR) status, making the Province of Jogjakarta the only 

province headed by a monarchy. 

 

Yogyakarta is the second most important tourist destination in Indonesia after Bali. 

Most tourists come to Yogyakarta for its strong Javanese culture and tradition . This 

makes it prominent among other Javanese cities. Along with Surakarta or Solo, a 

city lying about 64  km to the east, Yogyakarta is the centre of Javanese culture.
